Under IC 4-22-2-23, the Indiana State Board of Animal Health intends to adopt a rule concerning the following:

OVERVIEW: The rule will address the detection, control, and eradication of chronic wasting disease in animals.
The rule may include limiting or prohibiting movement of animals and animal parts, requiring registration of sites
housing certain species of animals, measures to control contact with wild cervidae, identification of animals, record
keeping, testing, herd certification, and chronic wasting disease surveillance in herds.
