TheDivisionof Disability, Aging, and Rehabilitative Servicesisadopting ruleto establish standardsfor providersof services
to individuals with developmental disabilities. These ruleswill formalize standards that have been in practicein the division.

Statutory authority for adoption of these rules has been in place for many years. Under |C 4-22-2-19, promulgation
of rules require beginning the rulemaking process within 60 days of the enactment of such statutory authority unless
an exception applies. The rulemaking process did not begin for these rules within the 60 day requirement.

Under I1C 4-22-2-19(a)(3) an exception is provided for rules required by statutes enacted before June 30, 1995. IC
12-11-1.1-9 was added by P.L.272-1999 but this was a recodification of P.L.2-1992 in asimilar form. Our proposed
rulefallsunder theexceptioninlC4-22-2-19(a)(3). Although 1C 12-11-1.1-9wasadded by P.L.272-1999, it existedinsmilar
forminIC 12-11-1, which was added by P.L.2-1992 and repealed by P.L.272-1999.

Thedivision is providing thiswritten notification to the committee to explain why this rule does not comply with the
timeframe specified in |C 4-22-2-19(c)(1). In the case of thisrule, we could not comply with the statute that authorized
the rule because this statute was enacted 10 years ago.
