LSA Document #03-61

Under IC 4-22-2-23, the Office of the Secretary of Family and Social Services intends to adopt a rule concerning the following:

OVERVIEW: Amends 405 IAC 1-17 to modify the reimbursement methodology for state-owned intermediate care facilities for
the mentally retarded (ICFs/MR) to apply retrospective rate-setting principles with an annual cost-settlement; remove the ten percent
(10%) reduction in current rate if there is a delay in filing of the annual financial report; change the rate effective date from the first
day of the fourth month following the provider’s reporting year end to the first day of the month following the providers reporting
year end; remove the market area limitation, private pay rate limitation and requested rate limitation; remove the requirement to base
forecasted data on a minimum eighty percent (80%) occupancy; remove the nine (9) month base rate reporting requirement; and
remove the central office financial reporting requirements. Statutory authority: IC 12-8-6-5; IC 12-15-1-10; IC 12-15-21-2.
