Amends 312 TAC 18-5-4 that governs phytosanitary document fees and related fees by increasing those fees from $30 to $50 and
adds state phytosanitary certificates to those for which the fees are required but with exemptions. Effective 30 days after filing with
the secretary of state.

SECTION 1. 312 TAC 18-5-4, AS READOPTED AT 26 IR 546, SECTION 1, IS AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

312 TAC 18-5-4 Phytosanitary document fees and related fees

Sec. 4. (a) The fee is thirty fifty dollars €$36) ($50) for the issuance of any of the following:
(1) A federal phytosanitary certificate.

(2) A federal phytosanitary certificate for reexport.

(3) A federal processed product certificate.

(4) Except as provided in subsection (b), a state phytosanitary certificate.

(b) An exemption from the fee for a state phytosanitary certificate is provided for either of the following activities:
(1) An Indiana resident who is lawfully moving domesticated plants for personal, noncommercial purposes into a state
requiring certification.
(2) A person that has been inspected and certified as a nursery under IC 14-24 or provided a voluntary certification under
this rule.
