Under IC 4-22-2-23, the Alcohol and Tobacco Commission intends to adopt a rule concerning the following:

OVERVIEW: Amends 905 TAC 1-27-2 to provide that the acts that constitute having a permit premises declared a public
nuisance need not be confined to a permit premises, but may extend to areas outside the permit premises, if they are owned by a
permittee or used by the patrons of permittees, such as parking lots, or other space inside a building that houses a permit premises.
