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TITLE 460 DIVISION OF DISABILITY, AGING, AND 
REHABILITATIVE SERVICES

Under IC 4-22-2-23, the Division of Disability, Aging, and Rehabilitative Services intends to adopt a rule concerning the following:

OVERVIEW: Adds 460 IAC 9 concerning adult foster care services under the family and social services administration. Included
are sections regarding provider requirements, including eligibility, enrollment, certification, training, and care and service standards.
The rule provides for consumer eligibility requirements, both medical and financial, as well as provisions regarding an assessment
tool and consumer rights. The rule addresses case manager responsibilities. It also includes sections for quality assessment,
monitoring, and provider compliance. Necessary definitions are also part of the rule. It will become effective 30 days after filing with
the secretary of state. Statutory authority: IC 12-8-8-4; IC 12-9-2-3.
