Amends 812 IAC 1-1-41 concerning records and accounts for auction house licensee
and auction company licensee. Amends 812 IAC 1-1-42 concerning compliance with IC 26-1-6-107. Amends 812 IAC 1-1-43
concerning violations for professional incompetence. Amends 812 IAC 3-1-1 concerning continuing education requirements. Amends
812 IAC 3-1-11 concerning failure to meet continuing education requirements. Amends 812 IAC 3-1-13 concerning requirements
for reinstating an active license. Repeals 812 IAC 1-1-6 regarding review of examination by applicant. Repeals 812 IAC 1-1-36
concerning reconsideration of license after revocation. Effective 30 days after filing with the secretary of state. Questions or
comments concerning the proposed rule may be directed to: Indiana Auctioneer Commission, ATTENTION: Commission Director,
Indiana Government Center-South, 402 West Washington Street, Room W072, Indianapolis, Indiana 46204 or by electronic mail
at dwidemon@pla.in.gov.
