Under IC 4-22-2-23, the Indiana State Department of Health intends to adopt a rule concerning the following:

OVERVIEW: Adopt rules pertaining to the operation and management of abortion clinics as well as establishing minimum
licensing qualifications and establishing requirements for sanitation standards, staff qualifications, necessary emergency equipment,
procedures to provide emergency care, quality assurance standards, and infection control. The rules will prescribe the operating
policies, supervision, and maintenance of medical records. The rules will establish procedures for the issuance, renewal, denial, and
revocation of licenses while addressing the form and content of the license and the collection of an annual license fee. The procedures
and standards for inspections will also be addressed. Written comments may be submitted to the Indiana State Department of Health,
Health Care Regulatory Services Commission, 2 North Meridian Street, Indianapolis, Indiana 46204.
