Under IC 4-22-2-23, the State Chemist of the State of Indiana intends to adopt a rule concerning the following:

OVERVIEW: Amends 355 IAC 4-0.5 to establish a definition of certification for pesticide applicators. Amends 355 IAC 4-1-2.1
to clarify the initial pesticide applicator certification requirements for commercial applicators. Amends 355 IAC 4-1-3 to clarify the
scope and description of existing commercial applicator certification and licensing categories. Amends 355 IAC 4-1-4 to clarify the
initial pesticide applicator certification requirements for private applicators. Effective 30 days after filing with the Secretary of State.
